If your animal bites or attacks someone, or if you have been bitten or attacked by an animal, you are required to report the incident to the Springfield Township Police and the Health Department.

VICTIM:  All Victims of animal bites or attack should be examined and, if necessary, treated by a physician.

ANIMAL:  Springfield Township Ordinance #1097, Chapter 36-13, requires all animals that have bitten a human and/or another animal must be examined by a licensed Veterinarian within 48 hours after the bite occurs.  The ordinance requires this regardless of the vaccination status of the animal.  If the examined animal is in satisfactory health, the Veterinarian will document and vaccination records must be forwarded immediately to the Springfield Township Health Officer and the Police Desk @ 50 Powell Road, Springfield, PA 19064 or faxed to 610-544-3012.  The animal must then be quarantined for 10 days following the bite.   Most animals can be quarantined at home unless the animal poses an imminent danger, then the owner will be required to hold the animal at a boarding facility at the owner’s expense.  During quarantine, the animal should be observed and if any change in health status or animal death occurs, report details to the Health Department immediately.  The animal must be leashed and accompanied by a responsible person if taken out of the home.  

At the end of the quarantined period, the animal must be re-examined by a licensed Veterinarian and a health certificate must be sent to the Springfield Township Health Department within 24 hours.

Please be reminded that failure to comply with the above ordinance may result in removal of your animal and legal action that includes citations and fines up to $300 per violation.
